If you
designate a party preference, and then cast a vote for
a candidate in another party or write in a name
under another party, only those votes cast for
candidates of the party designated will count.

If you do not designate a party preference, and vote
for candidates of more than one party or write in a
name under another party, none of your votes will be
counted.

You must cast a vote for individual candidates.

This notice is posted at polling places using optical scan voting equipment. Consolidated paper ballots
may not be used at a partisan primary.
